Why Sunday Matters – Christ’s Presence Among Us: An excerpt from the Letter of the Irish Bishops 

‘Sunday has always been the day of the Lord: the day of resurrection, the day of rest, the day of Eucharist. 

From the very beginning of our Christian faith, Sunday has been central to the life of the Church and remains 

the heart of Christian practice. It is on this day that we gather as a community, united in our love for Christ, to 

encounter the risen Lord and be nourished in body and soul. 

The Mass is not just a ritual; it is the source and summit of our faith. It is where we encounter Christ in His 

living presence, and it is through the Eucharist that we are strengthened to live as true disciples. Attending 

Mass on Sundays, or its vigil on Saturday evening, is not just an obligation; it is a profound privilege and a 

chance to experience God’s love in a deeply personal way. As we come to this sacred celebration let us do so 

with hearts full of gratitude for the precious gift of Christ’s presence among us.’

The award was presented by Bishop 

Denis Nulty on behalf of Pope Leo XIV in the Gunn Chapel, Maynooth College, during a special evening 

celebrating his music, attended by Archbishop Eamon Martin, bishops, and choir members from across the 

country. As many supporters could not attend, a second celebration with the same programme and performers 

will take place on Sunday, May 24, at St Mary’s Church, Edenderry.

County Kildare LEADER Partnership Rural Social Scheme Opportunities: 

The Rural Social Scheme provides a supplementary income for low-income farmers and fishers who are 

unable to earn an adequate living. An RSS participant must work 19.5 hours per week. The hours are based on 

a farmer and fisher-friendly schedule. This ensures that participation on the scheme does not affect your 

farming or fishing activities. As from the 01/01/2026 you may also qualify for the RSS Pilot scheme. Where 

you do not need a farming or fishing background but requires you to be over 50 living in a rural area (outside 

of Dublin Galway Cork or Limerick Cities) and on a qualifying payment. You can find out more information
